Prior to installation of the satellite receiver, the installer must check the ESN or Sirius ID on the unit to ensure it matches the
sticker in the kit. This number is REQUIRED for the customer to activate the unit. Not providing this number to the customer

will prevent him/her from being able to activate the unit.

Once the DLP Module kit is installed, functionality can be checked in an unobstructed location. Since the connection between
the satellite and antenna is line of site; bridges, garages, buildings, trees, hard rain and heavy snow are just a few things that
can affect the signal getting to the radio. It is not necessary for a service center or dealer to establish service from SIRIUS
(ESN number) to see if the unit is communicating with the satellite. Tune the channel to station 184 (PREVIEW should be
in the display); this is the advertising preview channel coming from the satellite.

If the radio shows “Call Sirius” when the SAT button is pressed, go through the DTC procedure to make sure the installation
is checked.
